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Calculating Density

· Density is a unit of measurement that involves two types of measurements—mass of an object and its volume. 

· It is written as a combination of the two units such as---  grams /  ml  -or-  grams / cm3

· The Formula to Find Density is:

Density of the object =  Mass of the object  

                                    Volume of the object
